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Instructions  
Cutting Instructions  

 
 

1.  Select five fabrics, four 

coordinating patterns for the 
flower and one for the leaf.  

 

Sample uses cotton fabri c, but 
felt, fleece and other fabrics can 
be selected, just watch for 

fabrics that donôt fray very 
easily . 

 
 

2.  Stack the four fabric pieces for 

the flower and place over the 
flower image on the Stampinô 
Up! Island Floral Bigz die .   
 

Place the fabric for th e leaf over 
the leaf image on the die . 

 

If making more than one 
bracelet stack up to five pieces 

over each shape to speed up 
cutting.  
 

NOTE: Use steel rule -based dies like 
Originals, Bigz, Bigz Clear, Bigz L or 
Bigz XL dies for cutting fabric and 
many othe r materials.  These dies 

can easily cut up to five layers of 
standard fabrics.   

 
 

3.  Create the ñsandwichò by placing 

one Standard Cutting Pad under 
and one over the die and fabric.  
 

TIP: If fabric doesnôt cut cleanly 
through the fabric in some places 
add a piece of card stock below the 

die as a shim.  

 
 

4.  Remove die cut flowers and 

leaves and separate from the 
scrap.  
 

 
 

5.  OPTIONAL:  Die cut tulle in 

white or colors to add extra 
layers and body to the project.

1 ï 8ò piece 1/4ò Grosgrain Ribbon ï Old Olive  
1 ï 8ò piece 1/4ò Grosgrain Ribbon ï Whisper White  
1 ï 8ò piece 1/4ò Grosgrain Ribbon ï Daffodil Delight  
1 ï 8ò piece 1/4ò Grosgrain Ribbon ï Pumpkin Pie  

 
 

1.  Gather supplies die cut in the  
Cutting Instructions section and 
from the Supply List section.   

 

Hold an  8ò piece of 1/4 ò 
Grosgrain ribbon in the middle 
with index finger and thumb.  

 
 

2.  To create a larger double loop 
knot, wrap right end of ribbon 
around index finger twice .   

 
 

3.  Thread right end of ribbon 
through the loops and out 
towards the tip of your finger.  

 

Tighten knot by pulling and 
sliding towards the right end of 
the ribbon.  

 
 

4.  Repeat for all four pieces of 8ò 
long 1/4ò Grosgrain ribbon. 
 

 
 

5.  Thread the un -knotted end of 
each r ibbon through hole in the 
center of a die cut fabric flower.  

 
 

6.  OPTIONAL: Thread die cut tulle 
flowers onto the ribbon behind 
two flowers, or more if desired.  
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7.  Trim extra ribbon above knot in 
flower center, leaving about 

1/4ò to keep knot from untying.    
 

Gather all four ribbon ends 
together and trim at an angle.  

 
 

8.  While stacked, thread all four 
ribbons through the hole in the 

center of the die cut leaf .  

 
 

9.  One at a time pull a ribbon end 
until the flower bunches up 

against the leaf.  

 
 

10.  Once pulled t hrough the flowers 
will bunch and create volume . 

 
 

11.  Flip flower upside down and lay 
two 1/4" Grosgrain ribbon ends 
to the right and two to the left. 

Lay one end of the 10ò Old Olive 
Satin ribbon across the ribbons . 

 
 

12.  Tie the Grosgrain ribbons around 
the S atin ribbon leaving about 2ò 
of the Satin ribbon above the 

knot . 

 
 

13.  Put together the hook loop sides 

of 1/2ò self adhesive Velcro dot. 

 
 

14.  Place Velcro dot with the soft 

ñloopò side down on the 2ò 
section of the Satin ribbon.  

 
 

15.  Remove backing from the 

scratchier ñhookò side of Velcro. 
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16.  Place flower next to wrist and 
wrap long end of Satin ribbon 

around your wrist.  

 
 

17.  Press self adhesive Velcro dot 
down onto Satin ribbon making 

the bracelet snug but not tight . 

 
 

18.  Trim off excess Satin ribbon.  
Trim ends  of Grosgrain ribbons 

so they stick out from under the 
flower about 1ò to 2ò. 

 
 

19.  Completed project makes a fun 
fashion acessory!  

 
 

20.  Creat more flowers to decorate a 
purse, bag, barrette, hair clip, or 

tie onto the top of a gift.  

 

Bonus Ideas  
Keep these i nstructions and try creating sets with different color combinations, themes, for many 

personal styles.  

 

Try these ideas or some of your own:  

¶ Make flowers using this tutorial and create hat pins, purse and bag decorations, brooches, pen 

and gift toppers, j ournal accent, or scatter around as a pretty party accent.  

¶ Make several of flowers  using this tutorial and give as Motherôs Day corsages either as bracelets 

or as brooches with a pin back added.    

¶ Make a Christmas flower using this tutorial and Christmas t hemed fabrics .   

¶ Make a Bridal Shower bouquet or corsages (wrist or pin) using this tutorial and beautiful fabrics 

coordinating with the wedding colors .   

¶ Make Baby Shower corsages from the flower using this tutorial and fun baby themed fabrics .   

¶ Make flowers in a variety of colors and give as sweet, thoughtful and inexpensive gifts to co -

workers, friends, teachers, neighbors and more!
